DeTour Reef Light
at the DeTour Passage Historical Museum 8/30&8/31

A special showing of the 1907 3 -1/2 order Fresnel lens used at DeTour Reef Light
from 1931 to 1974 will be held at the DeTour Passage Historical Museum in DeTour
Village, Michigan, near the Ferry Dock on Saturday, August 30 at 11:30 a.m., and
Sunday, August 31 at 12:30 p.m.

The lens was originally used at the onshore DeTour Point Light Station, then transferred to the

offshore DeTour Reef Light, and was dismantled when the Light was automated in 1974. Thanks to Dick Moehl
and Bob Jones, the U.S. Coast Guard subsequently loaned this lens to the DeTour Passage Historical Museum
where it has been on display since 1993.

An informative narration of the lens will be provided by Jim Woodward , a world -renown lighthouse lens expert
(www.lighthouseconsultant.com) . Additionally, former U.S. Coast Guard lighthouse keepers who worked at the De-
Tour Reef Light will be present to talk about their experiences with the lens.

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Farewell Glenn Morris William Lahti

On May 7, 2008 the DRLPS lost a dear member of our organization. Glenn joined the DRLPS in March 1998 as a
charter member. He was appointed to the Board of Directors on January 2005 and served as Secretary until illness
forced him to step down in January 2008.

Glenn took great pride in sharing with friends that he was born on a kitchen table under an oil lamp in the Finnish
farming community of Aura, Michigan on January 26, 1939 to William and Emma (Heikkinen) Lahti.

Glenn spoke only Finnish when he first entered school, but was fluent in English a year later. He credits that in-
tense learning experience to his fascination with the written word. After earning a bachelor's degree in English from
Eastern Michigan University, he taught literature and composition at Redford Union High School. He later took an
unpaid sabbatical and earned a master's degree in interdisciplinary humanities from Wayne State University.

In 1968 Glenn joined Macomb Community College (MCC) at the new Center
Campus teaching subjects in the humanities discipline. He continued to
teach his favorite subject, mythology, after becoming Dean of the Humanities
in 1988. Thirty years after joining MCC, Glenn retired and moved to Drum-
mond Island with his wife Lynne.

Glenn often said that he had no idea where his life would have led him if he
hadn't joined the sailboat racing crew of skipper Irv Yackness in 1972. That
first year, on the 54 foot custom sloop named Gypsy, they took 1st Place in
Class G of the Bayview Yacht Club Port Huron to Mackinac Island Race.

That experience was the beginning of over 30 years racing on the Great
Lakes. In 1979 he taught approximately 200 students the fine points of
crewing and racing on a sailboat and worked with them for 3 days on the wa-
ter. In 2001 he earned the distinctive title of Old Goat for 25 Mackinac races
on Lake Huron.

In 1990, Lynne joined the crew, and in 1992, two days after finishing the _
1992 Port Huron to Mackinac Race, Glenn and Lynne were married in Little Glenn at the DRLPS Christmas Party
Stone Church on Mackinac Island surrounded by family and crew. in 2005.

They purchased a CS -36 sailboat in 1993 and christened her limatar, which means Daughter of the Wind from Fin-
nish mythology. Glenn, Lynne and their 2 cats, Port and Starboard, have enjoyed cruising the North Channel on
the sailboat.

Glenn collected stones from many of his sailing destinations and became particularly interested in puddingstones
which are native to Drummond Island. He built his own stone fireplace and tumbler polished stones for jewelry,
cabinet knobs, and cut tiles. He also photographed, designed and produced a 500 piece jigsaw puzzle featuring
Drummond Island puddingstones.

Glenn contributed his intellect and energy to many organizations beyond the DRLPS. He was also Vice President of
the Drummond Island Friends of the Library, a member of the Drummond Island Lions Club, Moose Lodge #2381,
and Trustee of the Drummond Island Cross Country Club (DIXCC).

Soon after moving to Drummond Island, he helped establish a grass roots organization, Heritage Group, which de-
veloped the Heritage Trail for hiking and snow shoeing and the DIXCC Rainbow cross country ski trail. Realizing

the importance of promoting nature based tourism on the Island, as well as the Eastern Upper Peninsula, Glenn
joined the Eastern Upper Peninsula Nature Tourism Alliance (EUPNTA) and, as an active member of the Great
Waters Steering Committee, helped develop a web site ( www.GreatWaters.net ) and the North Huron Scenic Path-
way.
